■ No plastic bags, please
■ Place your bags at the curb.

If you choose to self-haul your leaves to the landfill, there 
is no charge during this period for dropping off clean loads 
of leaves (no contaminates or plastic bags).

Funding Available Town of
Windsor – Housing

Rehabilitation Program
The Town of Windsor, acting through its Office
of Community Development (OCD), is accepting
applications for assistance through the Town’s
Housing Rehabilitation Program. The program,
utilizing funds provided to the Town through the
federal Community Development Block Grant-
Small Cities Program, provides financial assis-
tance in the form of low-interest and deferred
payment loans, to income-eligible households
for the purpose of correcting housing code viola-
tions, implementing cost-effective energy con-
servation measures and making modifications
for handicapped accessibility. The terms of loans
provided through the program depend on an
applicant’s household income. In order to quali-
fy for assistance one’s household income should
be at or below 80% of the area median, adjust-
ed for household size. For a family of four this
would be defined as an annual income not to
exceed $54,400. Certain restrictions apply.
